* Ernst Haas (neofunctionalist): The Obsolescence of
Regional Integration Theory, Berkeley CA: University of
California Press 1975, 79-80: «the public is...
concerned with income, price stability, better working
conditions, cleaner air, more recreational facilities ...
[and] does not greatly care whether these are
provided by national government or by Brussels”.

* Moravcsik : Much to do about nothing! No need for
further legitimacy, as the EU is only a limited multi-
level constitutional polity with no competence in the
most salient areas, such as unemployment, taxes,
social protection, education, even terrorism.
